Over the past three decades, the PSF
and its predecessor bodies, the former
Beverage Industry Environment
Council and Litter Recycling and
Research Association, has expended
more than $70 million on recycling and
litter prevention projects across
Australia.

The PSF builds on a range of
successful programs established by
these bodies, while advocating and
promoting new ways of approaching
the management of post consumer
packaging and its recovery.

Do the Right Thing has been running
in Australia for more than 30 years and is a well recognised litter

prevention message.

With this third signage round underway a total of 140 councils (21 per cent of councils nationally), community groups
and schools will be using the Do the Right Thing sighage to encourage people to keep their town clean and to recycle.
Since commencement of the program in 2008, close to 1000 anti-litter roadside signs, 26,300 recycling and waste bin
stickers and 8,300 posters have been distributed and installed.

Launceston Airport recycling launch

Throught he PSF&s Ai rLpuoceston Rirpast dpas aecently rolled out 20
new recycling bins and signage throughout the airport as well as outside bin
stations in the drop off area enabling the 1.2 million passengers flying in and out of
the airport each year to Do the Right Thing, Use the Right Bin.

Installation of the new systems follows a $20M international terminal expansion
which includes enhanced departure and arrival procedures, baggage carousels,
new passenger lounge and screening facilities.

By the end of June this year, the PSF will have installed new recycling systems at
13 of Austral i a-®ovidingacapss sotrecyaling te ¥ rper sent (or
73 million) of passenger visits annually.
