With the financial year coming to a close, Iôd like to thank our project 

partners for working with us to make some significant changes to the 

recycling scene in Australia, changes that are being embraced by 

communities across the nation.   

While New Zealand now uses about half its glass in alternate markets, we 

are currently stockpiling it or sending this valuable resource to landfill. Our 

partnerships with local and state governments, waste service providers and 

the construction sector have seen the successful demonstration of crushed 

glass in new and alternative markets in Tasmania, Victoria and New South 

Wales, and considerable interest is being generated in other states.  If only 

10% of councils across Australia used crushed glass in the maintenance of 

their roads and footpaths, there would be no stockpiles and glass recycling 

rates would increase dramatically.  This is what we are working towards with 

our partners.  

Through our partnerships with companies like Westfield and Lend Lease, 

Australiaôs major airports (including Virgin Blue and Qantas), higher 

education institutions, major sporting stadia, convention and exhibition 

centres and key entertainment venues, more than 800 new public 

recycling bins have been installed in venues across Australia.  More than 

ever before, communities are being provided with the opportunity to recycle 

ñaway from homeò, and called to take action, to Do the Right Thing, Use the 

Right Bin.    

Itôs our goal to enable Australians to Do the Right Thing, Use the Right Bin 

everywhere.

Victorian Council a step 
ahead in recycled footpath 
initiative  
 
Victorian Council Manningham 

along with the Municipal 

Association of Victoria and the 

PSF launched the Anderson 

Creek Sustainable Pathway 

Demonstration Site this month. 

The glass and brick rubble 

recycling initiative saw 15 

tonnes of recycled glass put into 

a Manningham shared pathway. 

More than 1.4 million tonnes of crushed brick and 200,000 tonnes of un-used 

crushed glass is currently being stockpiled in Victoria and growing at a rapid 

rate.  New and innovative uses for crushed glass are needed, which led to 

the recycling initiative partnership between industry and the local and state 

government bodies. 

The initiative follows trials with Swinburne University to evaluate the use of 

alternative aggregates (waste bricks and glass in a crushed state) in 

footpaths and shared pathways. The aim is to significantly reduce the 

reliance on virgin materials and provide a more sustainable approach to 

pathway construction through the use of recycled materials. 

The total length of the Andersons Creek Road demonstration site is 240m 

and comprises mixes of up to 30 per cent crushed glass, 70 per cent crushed 

brick. 

The PSF recently launched a similar project with Clarence City Council in 

Tasmania (recycled glass used extensively throughout the construction of the 

Rosny Park Tennis Club car park and next week will launch a new project 

using crushed glass in asphalt and concrete road surfaces with Waverley City 

Council in NSW.

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Recycling takes off at Cairns Airport  

Cairns Airport is set to become the regionôs largest recycling private 
enterprise with the official launch of new public place and back-of-house 
recycling initiatives on June 9

th
.  

 
Through a partnership between the PSF, Cairns Airport, airport tenants, 
Cairns Regional Council and Cleanaway there is the potential for at least 100 
tonnes of waste material generated at the airport each year to be diverted 
from landfilléthatôs equivalent to the weight of a Boeing 757-200! 
 

The new public place recycling bins will give almost four million passengers 
per year and other airport users opportunities to recycle their plastic and glass 

bottles and aluminium cans so they can be recycled into valuable resources rather than wasted in landfill. Each bin 
carries the PSF and Queensland Government-developed message, Do the Right Thing, Use the Right Bin a message 
which, through PSF funded projects, is currently being rolled out to airports throughout Queensland and nationally.. 
 
To date installations of new public place recycling bins have been completed by the PSF at Melbourne and Sydney 
Airports (Virgin Terminals and food courts), Brisbane Airport (Virgin Terminal) and Gold Coast, Launceston, 
Rockhampton and Perth (in food court) Airports.   Later this year will see the installation of new recycling systems 
across Qantas Terminals at Melbourne, Sydney, Brisbane, Canberra and Perth Airports. These new systems will 
enable the 14 million passengers visiting these airports annually to Do the Right Thing, Use the Right Bin. 
 

 

Jackpot! Recycling at Burswood Casino a big hit 

The Burswood Entertainment Complex in Perth celebrated the roll out of 
its public recycling initiative at a launch on March 26

th
  The initiatives is a 

partnership between Burswood and the PSF, and itôs projected that more 
than 12 tonnes of bottles and cans will diverted from landfill each year 
(equivalent to 462,000 PET bottles). 

The initiative has seen the installation of 25 new recycling bins positioned 
around the Complex with more planned to be installed in the óDomeô 

section of the venue later this year.  

Attending the launch along with PSF and Burswood representatives were 
the local member for the Southern Metropolitan Region, Kate Doust and Federal Member for Swan Steve Irons. Both 
members supported the project and were impressed with the new bin infrastructure and Do the Right Thing, Use the 
Right Bin signage.

Football fans were encouraged to do the right thing at Aurora Stadium by 
putting their recycling in the yellow bins. 
Fifteen large signs promoting the recycling message were placed at 
entrances to the ground ahead of the Hawthorn's clash with Adelaide on 
Saturday June 12

th
 .Hawthorn player Grant Birchall - the face of the 

$40,000 Do The Right thing, Use the Right Bin campaign at the ground - 
said the AFL club wanted to help its second home "go green" by 
recycling.  
 
Launceston Deputy Mayor Frank Nott also strongly supports the initiative 
saying he hoped the council campaign would encourage footy fans to 
recycle everywhere. "Hopefully they'll do that too when they go home and 

when they're out in the community." 
 
The recycling infrastructure at the Stadium is part of a bigger campaign aimed at ñGreeningò the wider Inveresk 
Precinct. This has seen new permanent recycling bins installed throughout areas surrounding the Aurora Stadium,
